1.1.Technical supervision is conducted through control inspections, openings, control
measurements, inspection of design works volumes, laboratory testing.
1.1.1 Control inspection. To identify compliance of performed construction and assembly
works with design solutions and construction norms and regulations. Control inspection
can be done on the whole or on selected area.

1.1.2 Opening. Inspection of conditions of construction structures, and utilities covered by
land or other structures by means of vertical holes or partial removal of cover structures.

1.1.3 Control measurements. On site inspection of the volumes of actual construction and
assembly works performed and works based on design documentation.

1.3 Instructions and remarks on eliminating defects concerning the quality of construction and
assembly works, quality of materials used, goods and structures, works technology and
other shall be recorded in prescribed form of general log for construction and assembly
works.

1.4 Technical supervision persons shall be obliged to:

1.4.1 Participate in staking out of roads, transport objects and engineering structures, ensure

geodesic service and measurements.

1.4.2 Agree with respective organizations issues related with installation, registration and
testing of engineering equipment.

1.4.3 Carry out periodic inspection of all construction and assembly works performed and
technology sequence, its compliance with the design, construction norms and rules,
technical conditions of special works.

1.4.4 Inspect the availability of certificates, technical passports and laboratory tests results
certifying the quality of used materials, constructed objects, structures and engineering
equipment, in case of non-compliance of design and goods quality requirements, prohibit
its use and prepare a respective act of non-compliance.

1.4.5 Perform interim acceptance of major structures and junctions, prepare respective acts.

1.4.6 During construction fix in working designs all the variations prepared in a prescribed
order in approved design.

1.4.7 Specify in Operation log his/her comments and observations concerning the identified
defects/shortcomings and its elimination.

1.4.8 Participate in construction quality inspection conducted by Author Supervision, State
Urban Development Control and cther authorized entities and follow up on timely
elimination of identified defects.

1.4.9 Follow up the fulfillment of contractual obligations by the Contractors.

1.4.10 Prepare list of unfinished works and identified defects, establish the schedule for its
eliminations, provide the Contractor with design and cost estimate and technical
documentations.




1.4.11 Participate in hand-over of frozen or suspended construction objects from contracting

Acceptance of the types and quantities of performed works is carried out by means of:
1.5.1 Acceptance acts for hidden works
1.5.2 Inspection and evaluation of the performed works, the certificates confirming

the quality of the constructions used, as well as the results of the laboratory tests of the

used materials, the quality certificates;
1.5.3 Interim acceptance acts on technical readiness of the object for further work

The list of main construction and assembly works for which acceptance acts for hidden
works need to be prepared is provided in Annex 1, RA Urban Development Minister
Resolution No 44 dated 28.04.1998 “Instruction to Technical Supervision of the Quality of
Construction”. The sample of Acceptance act for hidden works is provided in Annex 2 of
the above mentioned Resolution. Responsible person for the acceptance of hidden works is
the performer of the works. Among the participants of the acceptance works are the
technical supervision of the Contractor, the main Contractor, the subContractors (with their
participation portion), the author supervision and other interested persons. The number of
copies of the acts shall correspond to the number of persons signing the act.

1.7 Sample list of interim acceptance act for construction works and engineering equipment

can be found in Annex 3 of RA Urban Development Minister Resolution No 44 dated
28.04.1998 “Instruction to Technical Supervision of the Quality of Construction”. Separate
types of construction and assembly works are subject to permanent operative control which
is recorded in general log for construction and assembly works. Sample list of separate
types of construction and assembly works subject to quality control is provided in Annex
4 of RA Urban Development Minister Resolution No 44 dated 28.04.1998 “Instruction to

Technical Supervision of the Quality of Construction™.

1.8 Based on the results of operative control of hidden and interim works, technical supervision

provides the works quality evaluation and all data is recorded in respective logs and acts.
Quality assessment of construction and assembly works is provided in the act.

1.9 Despite the references to Annexes 1 and 2 of RA Urban Development Minister Resolution

No 44 dated 28.04.1998 “Instruction to Technical Supervision of the Quality of
Construction” specified in above item 6,
the Client shall provide the Supplier with the form of acceptance acts for the hidden works
required for the main road construction works, as per separate types of works, within 5
(five) days after assuming the responsibilities of technical supervision services under the

contract.

In case of disrespectful absence of the technical inspector appointed in the given
construction site, the technical superviser shall be liable in accordance with the procedure

prescribed by the contract.

Technical supervisers are obliged to control the process of civil works to ensure its
compliance with the working design, clauses of sub-contracting and applicable

construction norms.

Technical supervisers are obliged to approve and control the works implementation plan.

Technical supervisors are obliged to verify and control the quality of materials and the
process of civil works, as well as to prohibit or require to change the construction materials

which do not meet the required quality requirements.

5.1. Technical supervisers are obliged to assess and control the process of construction to
complete the civil works in accordance with the schedule under the contract.

Technical Supervisors are required to verify the results of all laboratory tests, as well as the
quality certificates of the materials used and the constructions required to ensure quality. If

necessary, the technician may require additional laboratory testing. The technical supervisor
shall not bear any costs related with laboratory tests.

The Technical Supervisor shall inspect, certify and conduct the monitoring of materials
used by Contractors, and the sources of those, to instruct Contractors in case of
discrepancies to remove non-standard materials, and ensure their replacement with
appropriate quality materials required to meet construction quality requirements set forth
by the Contract and the Design Documents.

Technical supervisors are obliged to verify all documents required for respective payments.
Technical supervisors are obliged to inspect the quality and quantity of the executed works
on daily basis. Approve payment certificates, if works were performed with the required
quality and quantity.

Technical supervisors are obliged to provide clarifications to the Contractor on the issues
related to design documents, technical requirements.

Technical supervisors are required to monitor the safety of construction work in work
areas. To instruct the Contractors to ensure compliance with the required signs, lighting,
road safety equipment (such as temporary and mobile barriers, emergency blockages, etc.)
at work sites, and the availability of other safety measures in accordance with approved
traffic management schemes during construction. The Technical Supervisor is obliged to
review and approve the March Route layouts and the changes made to those, to carry out
relevant research and suggest road safety improvements and necessary measures. Conduct
visits to road facilities during the night and daytime (including those attended by the Client
and the traffic police). To submit a report on the research, traffic safety issues, risk
assessment for each problem, and make recommendations. Traffic safety experts will
coordinate and monitor the timely implementation of security measures.

Technical supervisors are obliged to make daily records required for technical control of
the contract progress (including daily certificates of performed works and other required
documents).

Technical supervisers are obliged to inspect and approve as-built drawings prepared by
Contractor.

Technical supervisors are obliged to implement technical supervision works in each section
(of road section) and accept the works in accordance with design documents, and contract
clauses and terms of reference. Technical supervisors shall be guided by the specifications,
established standards, methodology and RA legislation.

Works variations specified in design documents shall be agreed between the Client and
Author Supervisor of the Project.

In case of non-performance improper performance of the Contractor, to provide the
Contractor with relevant instructions and submit notices to the latter. In case of improper
performance of work or low progress of the Contractor, as well as if the Contractor does not
follow the instructions of the technical supervisor and does not improve the quality of work,
the supervisor is obliged to submit proposals to the Client on contractual and other measures

to be taken.

During the construction work, the Technical Supervisor must ensure proper control over the

observance of work safety rules.

1. Technical Supervision suppliers are obliged to provide the Client with the
details of the technical supervisor (site supervisor) designated for the given
construction site (name, surname, sample of the signature, telephon number)
for implementing technical supervision services within 3 /three/ days
following the date of undertaking contractual obligations of provision of
technical supervision services.

2. Reporting Requirements: Technical Supervision suppliers are obliged to
submit to the Client mobilization,progress and final reports on the
Services, which are deemed to be supporting documents of Services’
handover-acceptance acts.

3. Mobilization Reports: No later than ten days after the entry into force of
the Contract, the Technical Supervisor shall submit a summary report on the
staff involved, his work plan/schedule and methodology for organizing the
work, as well as other necessary information or suggestions that will
increase the efficiency of the Technical Supervision.

4. Monthly reports and road contractor payment certificates: Not later

than the 15th day of each month, the Technical Supervisor shall submit a
Monthly Report on all the construction works facilities in accordance with
the format agreed with the Client (the report shall consist of separate
chapters according to the relevant road construction contracts), indicating
the names of the facilities, the relevant contract, the site, the Contractor's
details, the value of the contract, the start and end of the work, the name of
the supervising company, a brief description of the work (basic geometric
parameters and the list of major works). The report should include a
summary of the work done by the Supervisor's team in the previous month,
including the contractual works progress per the works schedule, physical
and financial progress data, general description of work performed,
shortcomings, instructions given by the Contractor to eliminate them, brief
descriptions of existing issues, including the problems registered at the
construction sites, the solutions proposed for the latter, the Contractor's
inquiries on making variations in the construction contracts, the jobs created
within the framework of the construction works, as well as the construction
carried out, and relevant information required by the Client regarding each
of the employment contracts.
In the Monthly Reports, the Contractor should include relevant sections on
the status / progress of previously reported problems, as well as on the
measures taken by the Technical Supervisor / Employer / Contractors tg
address those issues. The report shall also contain written information on the
work done by the Contractor in the previous month, protocols (periodicals,
copies of the Employer's correspondence with the Contractors, etc.), as well
as relevant reports on quality control and management.

Each Monthly Report should be supported with attached relevant documents
substantiating the Contractor's Payment inquiry for that month, along with
the Service Delivery-Acceptance Protocols.

supervisor should also submit the copies of technical documents certifying and
substantiating the services provided, the work performed (brief description of the
construction work performed during the given period and technical supervision
services, reference (Form 2), laboratory test results, materials, design quality assurance
interface certificates, acts of acceptance of works, photos of hidden/covered
(intermediate) works (in printed and electronic formats), schemes, layouts, permits,
and other necessary documents.

Completion Report. The Completion Report is submitted for each construction
object within 10 days after the submission and acceptance of works or before the
completion of the services, in a manner acceptable to the Client. The Report should
summarize the main information on all roads, significant measures, Contractors'
performance and results, technical and non-technical indicators, etc.

The Client is entitled to
request the replacement of any expert or specialist involved in the Technical
Supervisor in case of improper performance of his / her duties, insufficient
professional skills and / or knowledge. In the event of the death or incapacity of
any member of the staff, the Technical Supervisor shall immediately replace the
specialist with a higher or equivalent qualification and experience without
additional costs for the Client. The key staff is subject to approval by the Client.
