{hereinaftcr referred to as Company), represcnted by
Haik Avagyan, Chief Exceutive Officer, on the onc hand
and Recgional Board of Gegharkumk (hereinafter
referred to as Client) represented by Sevak Khighatyan,
General Secretary, on the other hand (hereinafter Client
and Company are going to be referred togcther as
Partics) signed this Contract as follows:

CHAPTER 1. SUBJECT OF CONTRACT

1.1 The Company is obliged to render the services under
Clausc 1.2 of the present Contract at the request of the
Clicnt, and the Clicnt is obliged to accept the services
under the present Contract and pay for them.

(hercinafter referred to as Services or Postal Scrvices).

1.3 The Company, as the National Postal Opcrator of the
Republic of Armema (Designated Operator), while
providing the Scrvices of postal communication, shall be
guided by the legislation of the Republic of Armenia,
regulating  the postal communication activity, the
international agrecinents and other legal acts of the
Republic of Amncnia, which define certain tenns and
conditions of provision of services for the given kind of
Scrviccy.

CHAPTER 2. RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS OF THE

CHAPTER 3. DELIVERY AND ACCEPTANCE OF THE

be provided to the Client by mcans of the Company’s
websitc (address: www.haypost.am) or the Company's
post offices. In case of further chenges of the prices
(tariffs) the Clicnt shall bc informed about it m
compliance with the procedure under this Contract.

AMD, VAT included. The present amount includes ali the
costs undertaken by the Company. The Client has the right
to usc all the Services provided by the Company under the
present Contract with no restrictions, i the frames of the
amount cnvisaged by this Clause Depending on the
quantitics of one-time deliveries (i case of sizeable
items), thc Company has the right to propose the Client to
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use the services of the Company’s specialized post
offices, meant to accept sizeahle post.

3.6 For all the Scrvices envisaged by the present Contract the

Clicnt shall transfer a prepayment for cach month to the
Company's bank account mentioned m this Contract The
prepayment amount s defined by the Client, according to
the expeeted value of the Services ordered for the given
month. If the whole prepayment is spent, the Company
temporarily cancels the provision of Services, till the
Client transfers the prepayment to the Company

3.7 Within the framework of this Contract, the Company can
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agree to carry out the provision of Services at the Client’s
proposal while the prepayment is spent, if the written
proposal concerning the payment dzadline submitted by
the Client has been aceepted by the Company. In the case
cnvisaged by this Clause, after thc expiration of the
payment deadline the Company can canccl 1he provision
of Services and demand the Clicnt to pay for the Serviecs
provided, as well as subject the Client to penalty at the
rate envisaged by this Contract.

meludes a separate row containing information abiowt the
amount reduced from the prepayment provided by the
Client. The roport concerning the provided Services 1s
being compiled during the month under report, on the
basis of the corresponding documents about the delivery
and acceptance of ttems, signed between the Company
and the Clicnt.

3.9 The submutied scitlement document is subject to be

approved by the Client within 3 (thrce) busincss days
after having reccived it In case of revealing
chiscrepancics in the setilement document, the Client
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shall infonn the Company about it in written within 3
(threc) business days. The Partics undertake to discuss
the mentioned discrepancics wathin 3 (three) business
days after having rcccived the corresponding written
notification of the Client.

In case of coming to agreement concerning the
correction of discrcpancics, the Client approves the
scttlement document and sends onc of its copics to the
Company not latcr than on the 3™ (third) busincss day
after comming to agrcement

In casc of issuing the scitlement document (invoiee) 1n
clectronic version, the processes arc carried out in
compliance with the procedurc envisaged by 1he
Legislation of the Republic of Armcenia.

3.10 The acceptance and dehivery of postal items delivered by

means of postal commurnucation, including cxpress mail
service (EMS), within the framework of this contract,
arc carricd out at thc Company’s rclevant post offices,
the list of which is presented on the Company's website
and can be provided to the Client at the latter's request,

As a result of the delivery and aceeptance of items, the
Partics sign a docunent defined by the Company, a copy
of which shail be issued to the Clicnt,

3.12 Under this Contract the Chicnt shall be obhiged 0 usc

stamps and other marks of postal payment purchased
within the framework of this Contract solcly for postal
SCrvices.

CHAPTER 4. RESPONSIBILITY OF THE PARTIES

4,1 The Partics shall be held liable for non-fulfillment or

improper fuifillment of their contractual obligations in
compliance with the Laws of the Republic of Armenia and
norms defined in the intcmational agreements of the
Republic of Armenia. As nationa! postal operator of the
Republic of Armenia, thc Company is held hable for
provision of postal services solcly in compliance with the
procedure and conditions dctermined by the Laws and
international agreements ofthe Republic of Armenia.

4.2 The Company is not held hable if the postal itetns have nol

been delivered to the addressces for the reason of unclear
and/or incomplcte delivery address, if the address has
been changed, as well as the addressce’s abisence or any
other rcason not depending on the Company. In cases of
dainage or loss of thc postal item, the Client’s rights arc
fulfilled wm the proccdure under the RA  Legislation
regulating postal scrvices, intemational agrecments and
other legal acts of the RA.

4.3 The Parties shal] be released from any hability for non-

fulfillment or partial fulfillment of their obligations under
this Contract, 1f 1t has been caused due to a force majeure
event, appeared afier the conclusion of the prescm
Contract and impossibic to be prevented or eavisaged by
the Partics.

4.4 In casc improper provision of services assumed by this

Contract, that is. postal tcm’s loss, damage, or, in casc of
domestic scrvices, violation of the control deadlines of
delivery, the Company shall be held responsible tn the
order determined by the Article 19 of RA Law “On Postal
Communication”, and in casc of micrmational postal

scrviges, in the order deicemincd by the mtarmational
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agreements of the RA

In casc the Client breaks the time period envisaged by the
Partics' consent under Clause 3 7 of this Contract, the
Company may charge the Client a penalty for cach
delayed day, cqual to 0,05 % of the amount to be paid, but
failed to have been done so.

The payment of the penzltics and /or/ fine does not
relcase the Partics from the entire fulfillment of their
Contract obligations.

45 If the supervision and/or control of the RA Legislation

implementation or complaint investigation, made in
accordance with the procedure under the RA Law “On
Procurement”, reveal that the Company submitted false
documents (information and datas) in the process of
procurement, before signing the present Contraet, in the
conscquence of which  the decision on recognition
(selection) of the Company as a winner docs not
correspond to the Legslation of the Republic of Armenia.
in this casc the Client has the right to dissolve the
Contract unilaterally after identification of the above-
mentioned grounds if the disclosure of the fixed violations
before signing the preseat Contract would scrve as basis
for not signing tlus Contract in accordance with the RA
Legislation on procurcments. In addition, the Clicnt does
not bare the risk of damage or benefits loss, arising
towards thc Company as a rcsult of the unilateral
dissolution of the Contract under this Clause, and the
Company is obliged to reunburse the damages incurred by
the Clicnt in the procedurc under the Legislation of the
Republie of Armenia, in the size which is not covered by
the size reccived by the Clicnt through the implementation
of the present Contract before dissolution.

4.6 The approximate delivery deadlines of the itcins sent to

abroad by means of postal communication, including
cxpress mail services (EMS), arc presented on the
Company's websitc or provided to the Chent by means of
the corresponding post office of the Company. The
Company is held no liability for the delivery deadiines of
items under this Clause, unicss the delivery deadlines of
items arc violated in the territory of the Republic of
Armcnia. The Company is not held liable for the violation
of the delivery deadlines of items by the designated
(nationa!) opcrators of postal communication of other
countrics, including the countrics of transit or destination
(it means, violation of deadlines valid in the mentioned
countrics).

4.7 The Company is held no liability for prohibition of the

postal ttem’s trajectory by the Customs of the Republic of
Armenia or other countrics, including: prohibition of the
items’ access to the territory of certain country,
confiscation or expropriation of item, destruction of itom.

4.8 If the item’s trajectory 15 prohibited by the Customs of the

Republic of Armenia, the Company levies the tanff
cnvisaged for domestic postal service and calculated for
the ntem of certain wcight from the Client and returns the
rest of the amount paid for the serviee to the Client If the
item’s trajcctory is prohibited by the Customs of other
countries, the amount paid for the Service is not bemg
returned to the Client.
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CHAPTER 5. CONFIDENTIALITY

Within the period of provision of Services under this
Contract, thc Company is obliged to ensute the Chent's
right to confidentiahity of using postal scrviecs, in
accordance with the Legslation and other legal acts of the
Republic of Armenia.

5.2 The Company 15 obliged not to communieate to a third

party anyhow and not to publish in any other way the
avatlable information about the Chent, containmg
commercial or other secret, with the exception of the cascs
when the Company is obliged to do so in a procedurc
under Law

3.3 The Client is obliged not to publish any such unclear and

false informaton about the provision of Services under
the present Contract, which may damage the Company’s
reputation and bring to formation of wrong opinion among
consumcrs concemning the scrvices provided by the
Company The Clicnt ts obliged not to communicate to a
third party anyhow and not to publish in any other way the
available information about the Company. containing
commercial or other sceret, with the exception of the ¢ascs
when the Client is obliged to do so in a procedurc tunder
Law.

CHAPTER 6. ITEM PROVISION TO ADDRESSEE
(RECEIVER)

6.10 The ordinary (unregistered) mail correspondence
(hercinafter: Ordinary  letter), including other items
registered  in ordinary way (ordinary postcards,
notifications, CNO7 adwvices of reccipt cie) arc being
deliverced to the addresses indicated upoa the items by
means of the Company's postman on the same day of
receipt by the post offiec attending the receiver’s address,
during the working hours. The ordinary letters provided
within the framework of this Contract by placing them in
the postal subscription box or corresponding cell of the
postal subscription eabinct. If there is noither a postal
subscription box nor a postal subseription eabinct, the
ordinary lctters arc being provided to some adult
mhabiting in the same address, and ia casc of legal cntity
or private enireprencur, similar items arc being provided
to any cntitled person envisaged under the Clause 6.5 of
this Contract.

6.11 The registcred postal ttems are provided to the addressee
(rceciver) on the basis of the identification document The
postman checks out the identification document of the
addressce (rcceiver) and provides the registercd item
exclusively to the recciver indicated wpon the ttem. In casc
of legal entity or privatc cntreprencur, if no name of
cutitled receiver is indicated upon the itcm, the postman
shall verify the identity document of the person entitled to
reeeive the registered postal item under the Clause 6.5 of
this Contract, beforc carrying out the provision of the
item.

6.12 All the items dispatched by the Client in the frames of this
Contract, but “undelivered not by the Company's fault”,
