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“HAYPOST" Closed Joint-Stock Company, which
was formed in compliance with the laws of the
Republic of Armenia, being the National Postal
Operator of Armenia registered and is located at the
address 22 Saryan street, Yerevan 0002, Republic of
Armenia, located at the same address (hereinafter
referred to as Executor or Company), represented by
Haik Avagyan, Chief Executive Officer, on the one
hand and Ministry of Labour and Social Issues of the
RA (hereinafter referred to as Customer or Client)
represented by Stepan Machyan, Acting General
Secretary, on the other hand, signed this Contract as
follows:

CHAPTER 1. SUBJECT OF CONTRACT

1.1 The Executor (Company) is obliged to render the services
under Clause 1.2 of the present Contract at the request of
the Customer (Client), and the Customer (Client) is
obliged to accept the services under the present Contract
and pay for them.

1.2 The Company undertakes to provide the Client with postal
communication scrvices according fo the procedure and
conditions defined in this Contract and the Laws of the
Republic  of  Armenia  rogulating  the  postal
communication ficld, thc international agreements and
other legal acts of the Republic of Armenia, including:
express mail services including the express mail services
(EMS} and telegraph services (hercinafter: Scrvices).
The  description, provision conditions, terms and
specifications of the courier services and additional
services refated fo the postal services, as well as the the
conditicns and procedure of the provision of a large
number of items by the Client to the Post Office attending
the Company arc defined in the Annex 1, integral part of
this Countract. The specifications of the postal services,
including the express mail scrvices (EMS) and telegraph
services arc defined in the legislation of the Republic of
Armcnia rcgulating the postal ficld, the international
agreements of the Republic of Armenia and other legal
acts based on them.

1.3 The Company, as thc National Postal Operator of the
Republic of Armenia (Designated Operator), while
providing the Services of postal communication, shall be
guided by the legislation of the Republic of Armenia,
regulating thc postal communication activity, the
intcrnational agreements and other legal acts of the
Republic of Armcnia, which define certain terms and
conditions of provision of services for the given kind of
scrvices.

CHAPTER 2. RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS OF THE
PARTIES
2.1 The Company is obliged to:

2.1.1 Provide the Services in the proper quality, according to
the conditions of this Contract;
2.1.2 Provide the Services in compliance with the conditions
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cnvisaged for provision of postal services under the
Legislation of the Republic of Armenia, intermational
agrecments and other legal acts of the Republic of
Armenia;

2.1.3 In casc of the rcceipt of written complaints from the
Client concerning the provision of Services, in the
procedure defined under the present Contract, discuss
them and submit a written reply to the Client on the
measurcs undertaken in compliance with the Chaner 7
of this Contract;

2.1.4 Upon the wish of the Client, submit clarifications on the
tcrms and conditions of the provision of Services;

2.1.5 In casc of changes of the service provision tariffs under
the present Contract, including the definition {change)
of postal universal service tariffs made by an authorized
statc body in the procedurc defined under the
Legislation of the Republic of Armenia, ensure the
access to the information about the mentioned changes
for the Client, in compliance with the conditions
defined under the present Contract;

2.1.6 In case of changes made in the conditions of postal
service provision by means of intemational agreements
ratified by the Republic of Armenia, or the Eegislation
or other legal acts of the Republic of Armenia, cnsurc
the awareness of the Client on the corresponding
changes madc under the conditions defined by the
present Contract;

2.1.7 Implement other obligations defined by the prosent
Contract.

2.2 Company shall have the right to

221 Demand from the Client proper fulfiflment of the
paymcent and other obligations undertaken by the
prescent Contract;

222 To canccl anytime unilaterally and femporarily the
implementation of certain or all the obligations of the
present Contract by a preliminary notification without
dissolving thc present Contract in case of non-
implementation or improper implementation by the
Clicnt of the obligatiens of scrvice acceptance, payment
for Services or other obligations cnvisaged by the
present Contract. In the cases envisaged by the present
sub clause, the Company defincs by its own
notification the period, during which the Client is
obliged to climinate the breaches made in the terms of
the Contract. In case of non-climination of the breach in
the period deofined by the Company’s notification
envisaged by this sub clause, the Company may
dissolve the present Contract and demand the Clicent to
compensate the damages;

2.2.3 Realize other rights as stipulatcd in this Contract.

2.3 The Client is obliged to

2.3.1 Accept the Services rendered by the Company and pay
against those as stipulated under the terms and
conditions of this Contract, in accordancc with the
prices (tariffs) of Services defined by the Company, and
in case of universal postal services, in accordance with
the tariffs defined by the authorized state body,
assigned by the Legislation of the Republic of Armenia;
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232 In casc of having complaints against the quality or other

conditions of the Services provided by the Company,
inform the Company thercof without delay,
implementing the conditions under Clause 5.3 and Sub-
Clause 2.3.3 of this Contract;

Not to disseminate any incorrect or unauthentic
(unverified) information (by public or nor-public means)
concerning the Company and the quality and other
conditions of the Services rendercd by the Company;

2.34 To fulfill the rules envisaged for the users of postal

scrvices by RA Law “On Postal Communication™ and
by the international agreements of the Republic of
Armenia, including the rulcs concerning the items’
insert and other conditions;

2.3.5 Implement other obligations undertaken by the present

Contract.

2.4 The Client shall have the right to

2.4.1 Demand from the Company to render the Services in a

timely and proper manner, in accordance with the
conditions under this Contract;

2.42 Reccive information on the Services provided or the

progress of the Services provided;

2.4.3 In case of not agrecing with the definition (change) of

the universal postal service tariffe made an the
authorized statc body, in the procedure under the
Legislation of the RA, or change of tariffs of other
postal scrvices provided under this Contract, made by the
Company, dissolve this Contract, making a final
scttlement prior to that and informing the Company
within 5 days in advance;

2.4.4 In case of not agreeing with the changes in the conditions

of the postal service provision according to international
agreements ratified by the Republic of Armenta or the
lcgislation or other logal acts of the Republic of
Armonia, dissolve this contract on the basis of not
agreeing, making final settlement prior to that and
informing the Company within 5 days in advance;

2.45 Realize other rights as stipulated in this Contract.

CHAPTER 3: DELIVERY AND ACCEPTANCE OF THE
SERVICES, SERVICE PRICES (TARIFFS) AND PAYMENT
PROCEDURE

3.1 The prices (tariffs) of the postal scrvices cnvisaged by this

Contract, including the express mail services (EMS) and
telegraph scrvices, shall be defined and (or) changed by
the Company, and the universal postal scrvice provision
tariffs shall be defined and (or) changed by an authorized
state body assigned by the Legislation of the Republic of
Armenia. The prices (tariffs) under this sub clause shall
be provided to the Clicnt by means of the Company’s
website (address: wwyw haypostam) or thc Company’s
post offices. In case of further changes of the prices
{tariffs) the Client shall be informed about it in
compliance with the procedurc under this Contract.
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Ywwh 32 The prices of courier scrvices and additional services

rclated to postal services cnvisaged by this Contract are
defined by the Contract’s Anncx I. The changes of the
prices of courier services and additional services related to
postal services are made by the mutual consent of Partics.

3.3 The total pricc of this Contract is determined 200 000
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AMD, VAT included. The Clicnt has the right to usc all
the Scrvices provided by the Company under the prosent
Contract with no restrictions, in the frames of the amount
cnvisaged by this Clause. Depending on the quantitics of
one-time deliverics {in case of sizeable items), the
Company has the right to propose the Client to use the
scrvices of the Company’s specialized post offices, meant
to accept sizeable post.

The payment for posial services determined by this
Contract is certified if therc is a relevant stamp or the scal
corresponding to the medet approved the Decree N 98-N
of the RA Ministry of Transport and Communication as of
12.04.2006 on the postal item and if the given item has
becn accepted by the Company.

3.5 For the effective period of this Contract, in erder to reccive

3.6

postal scrvices, the Client shall have the right to apply for
and receive stamps and/or envelopes from the Company
anytime by paying for them in advance.

In order to purchasc postage stamps andfor cnvelopes,
The Client submits an application to the Company, the
sample of which is attached to this Contract, in the
Anncx 2. The Company approves the Client’s application
and provides the Client with the requircd stamps, other
postage marks and/or cnvelopes, if the prepayment made
by the Client in order to use the Scrvices suffices for the
implementation of the application. The application
envisaged by this Clause can be submitted by the Clicnt in
paper, by means of postal or hand delivery, or via c-mail,
by sending the scanned version of the application from
the Clicent’s e-mail mentioned in this Contract to the
Company’s ¢-mail.

3.7 For all the Scrvices envisaged by the present Contract the
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3.9

Clicnt shall transfer & prepayment for cach month to the
Company’s bank account mentioned in this Contract. The
prepayment antount is defined by the Client, according to
the expected value of the Scrvices ordered for the given
month. If the whole prepayment is spent, the Company
temporarily cancels the provision of Services, till the
Client transfers the prepayment to the Company.

Within the framework of this Contract, the Company can

agree to carry out the provision of Services at the Client’s
proposal whilc the prepayment is spent, if the written
proposal concerning the payment deadline submitted by
the Client has been accepted by the Company. In the casc
cnvisaged by this Clause, afier the expiration of the
payment deadline the Company can cancel the provision
of Services and demand the Client to pay for the Services
provided, as well as subject the Client to penalty at the
ratc cnvisaged by this Contract,

The Company compiles and submits to the Client before
the tenth busincss day of the following month a

of Services (invoice) envisaged by the Legislation of the
Republic of Armenia and a report concerning the
services provided during the month under report for the
Scrvices provided during each month. The report
includes a scparate row containing information about the
amount reduced from the prepayment provided by the
Client. The report concerning the provided Services is
being compiled during the menth under repert, on the
basis of the corresponding documents about the delivery
and acceptance of items, signed between the Company
and the Client.

The submitted settlement document is subject o be
apptoved by the Client within 3 {thrce) busincss days
aficr  having reccived it, In casc of revealing
discrepancics in the scitlement document, the Client
shall inform the Company about it in written within 3
(three) business days. The Parties undertake to discuss
the mentioned discrepancies within 3 (three) business
days after having rcceived the corresponding  written
notification of the Clicnt.

In casc of coming to agreement concerning  the
correction of discrepancies, the Client approves the
scttlement document and sends one of its copies to the
Company not later than on the 3™ (third) business day
after coming to agreement,

In casc of issuing the scttlement document (invoice) in
elecctronic version, the processes arc carried out in
compliance with the procedurc cnvisaged by the
Legisiation of the Republic of Armecnia.

The acceptance and delivery of postal items delivered by

means of posial communication, including express mail
service (EMS), within the framework of this contract,
arc carricd out at the Company’s rclevant post offices,
the list of which is presented on the Company’s website
and can be provided to the Client at the latter’s request.
Or clse, the process of delivery and acceptance is
organized by means of the Company s courier scrvice, in
compliance with the conditions defined in the Annex |
of this Contract.

As a result of the delivery and acceptance of items, the
Partics sign a document defined by the Company, a copy
of which shall be issued to the Client.

Under this Contract the Client shall be obliged to usc
stamps and other marks of postal payment purchased
within the framework of this Contract solely for postal
services.

CHAPTER 4. RESPONSIBILITY OF THE PARTIES

4.1 The Partics shall be held liable for non-fulfillment or

improper fulfillment of their contractual obligations in
compliance with the Laws of the Republic of Armenia and
norms defined in the international agreements of the
Republic of Armenia regulating the postal communication
ficld (Regulaticns of the Universal Postal Union (UPU)
and compulsory statements of the UPU: Universal Postal
Convention, Procedures and other documents base don the
mentioned ones). As national postal operator of the
Republic of Armenia, the Company is held liable for
provision of postal services solely in compliance with the
procedure and conditions determined by the Laws and
international agreements of the Republic of Armenia. The
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fines and penaltics applied in easc of the non-fulfillment
or improper fulfillment of the obligations under this
Contract cannot be less than the penal damages defined by
the legislation of the Republic of Armenia, regulating the
process of state procurcments,

4.2 The Company is not held liable if the postal items have not

been delivered to the addressces for the reason of unclear
and/or incomplete delivery address, if the address has
been changed, as well as the addressee’s absence or any
other reason not depending on the Company. In cases of
damage or loss of the postal item, the Client's rights arc
fulfilled in the procedurc under the RA Legislation
rcgulating postal scrvices, international agreements and
other legal acts of the RA.

4.3 The Partics shall be relcased from any liability for non-

4.4

fulfillment or partial fulfillment of their obligations under
this Contract, if it has been caused due to a force majoure
cvent, appeared after the conclusion of the present
Contract and impossible 10 be prevented or envisaged by
the Parties.

In casc improper provision of postal services assumcd by
this Contract, that is: postal item’s loss, damage, or, in
case of domestic scrvices, violation of the control
deadlines of delivery, the Company shall be held
responsible in the order determined by the Article 19 of
RA Law “On Postal Communication”. In casc of
intcrnatienal postal services, the liability of the Company
follows from the procedure and cases cnvisaged by the
Universal Postal Convention; at the samc time, the
Company shall not be held liable for the failure to aceept,
to sort the posial items in time, for the violation of
delivery deadlines for any reason by the postal operators
of another country or by the companies (organizations)
implementing postal transportations and maintenance of
postal items. The Company shall not be held liable for the
item’s contents: it is the Clicnt (sender) who is respensible
for the item’s contents, or the item’s recipient in case of
having agreed to receive the item.

The Company is not responsible for the item’s
confiscation, destruction, prohibition of further delivery
or other similar cases initiated by the customs and/or
other authorities of the Republic of Armenia or other
countrics, due to the item’s contents.

When using an international postal Service, the Client
must get informed about the products (articles) in postal
items prohibited for delivery and with restricted delivery
in every country. The Client (sender) is the only
responsible in ¢ase of violating the determined rules.

The Client (sender) is the only rcspensible in case of
including wrong and/or unverificd information in the
documents accompanying the item (CN 22, CN 23, CP72
customs declarations, etc.).

The licbility of the Company as the national postal
operator {Designated Operator) of the Republic of
Armenia for the indemmity of damages in casc of
improper provision of postal services, i.c. item’s loss,
damage or violation of the control deadlines of delivery, is
limited to the size defined in the RA Law On Postal
Communication and the Universal Postal Convention,
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4.5 In case the Client breaks the time period envisaged by the

Partics” consent under Clause 3.8 of this Contract, the
Company may charge the Client a penalty for cach
delayed day, equal to 0,05 % of the amount to be paid, but
failed to have been done so.

The payment of the penaltics and /or/ finc does not
cxempt the Partics from the entire fulfiliment of their
contractual obligations,

4.6 If the supervision and/or control of the RA Legislation

implementation or complaint investigation, made in
accordance with the procedure under the RA Law “On
Procurement”, reveal that the Company submitted falsc
documents (information and data) in thc process of
precurcment, before signing the present Contract, in the
consequence of which  the decision on recognition
(sclection) of the Company as a winner docs not
correspond to the Legislation of the Republic of Armenia,
in this casc the Client has the right to dissolve the
Contract unilaterally after identification of the above-
mentioned grounds if the disclosure of the fixed
viclations before signing the present Contract would
scrve as basis for not signing this Contract in accordance
with the RA Legislation on procurements. In addition, the
Clicnt docs not bare the risk of damage or benefits loss,
arising towards the Company as a result of the unilateral
dissolution of the Contract under this Clause, and thc
Company is ebliged to reimburse the damages incurred
by the Client in the procedure under the Legislation of the
Republic of Armenia, in the size which is not covered by
the size rcecived by the Client through the
implementation  of the present  Contract  before
dissolution.

4.7 The approximate delivery deadlines of the items sent to

abroad by means of postal communication, including
cxpress mail scrvices (EMS), are presented on the
Company’s website or provided to the Client by means of
the corrcsponding post office of the Company. The
Company i3 held ne liability for the delivery deadlines of
items under this Clause, unless the delivery deadlines of
items are violated in the territory of the Republic of
Armenia. The Company is not held liable for the violation
of the delivery deadlines of items by the designated
(national) operators of postal communication of other
countrics, including the countries of transit or destination
(it mcans, violation of deadlings valid in the mentioned
countrics).

4.8 The Company is held no liability for prohibition of the

postal item’s trajectory by the Customs of the Republic of
Armenia or other countrics, including: prohibition of the
items’ access to the ftcrritory of certain country;
confiscation or cxpropriation of item; destruction of item.

4.91f the item’s trajectory is prohibited by the Customs of the

Republic of Armenia, the Company levies the tariff
cnvisaged for domestic postal service and caleulated for
the item of certain weight from the Clicnt and returns the
rest of the amount paid for the service to the Client. If the
itemn’s trajcctory is prohibited by the Customs of other
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countrics, the amount paid for the Service is not being
returned to the Client.

4.101In casc of infringing the confidentiality of postal
communication, including the mail correspondence, the
Company assumes te provide upon the Client’s request all
the nccessary data rclated to the violation of the
correspondence confidentiality that it will possess, as well
as to take part in criminal and other procedurcs, if such
arc initiated according to the request of the Client or the
Company.
The Partics accept and confirm that the size of th
Company’s damage indemnity in casc of the violation of th
confidentiality of postal communication, including the mai
correspondence, proved in criminal procedures realizes
according to the Legislation of the RA, cannot cxceced 40t
(four hundred) SDR.

CHAPTER 5. CONFIDENTIALITY

5.1 Within the pericd of provision of Services under this
Contract, the Company is obliged to ensure the Clicnt's
right to confidentiality of using postal scrvices, in
accordance with the Legislation and other legal acts of the
Republic of Armenia.

5.2 The Company is obliged not to communicate te a third
party anyhow and not to publish in any other way the
available information about the Client, containing
commereial or other sceret, with the cxception of the cascs
when the Company is obliged to do so in a procedure
under Law,

5.3 The Clicnt is obliged not to publish any such unclear and
falsc information about the provision of Services under
the present Comtract, which may damage the Company’s
reputation and bring te formation of wrong opinion among
consumers concerning the scrvices provided by the
Company, The Client is obliged not to communicate to a
third party anyhow and not to publish in any other way the
available information about thc Company, containing
commercial or other sceret, with the exception of the cascs
when the Client is ebliged to do so in a proccdure under
Law.

CHAPTER 6. ITEM PROVISICN TO ADDRESSEE

(RECEIVER)

6.1 The registered or insured items of mail correspondence, as
well as tclegraphs and other registered postal items whose
weight docs not cxceed two kilograms (within the
framcwork of the present Chapter hereinafter: registered
items} arc being delivered by means of the Company’s
postmen on the day when they are introduced in the post
office attending the receiver’s address during the working
hours, per the addresses indicated on the items.

6.2 In the absence of the addressec during the first visit the
postman takes the item back to the post office, in order te
deliver it on the next day.

6.3 In the absence of the addressee on the next day, too, the
postman leaves a notification to the addressce, informing
about the necessity to  visit the post office and to pick the
undclivered registered postal item.

6.4 The postman puts the notification cnvisaged by the Clausc
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6.3 of the present Chapter in the postal subscription box of
corresponding address or in the corresponding shelf of the
postal subscription cabinet. If there is neither a postal
subscription box nor a postal subscription cabinet, the
postman gives the notification to some adult inhabiting in
the same address, and if it is impossible, attaches the
natification on the entry door,

In order to ensurc the delivery of registered itcms
addressed to clicnts which arc legal entitics or private
entreprencurs, the Client shall mention when addressing
the itern the name of the representative of the Iegal entity
or privatc cntreprencur who is entitled to receive the
postal item addrossed to the legal entity or private
entreprencur. If the Clicnt dogs not mention the name of
the person entitled to receive the postal item, as stipulated
by this Clause, the postman provides the items to the
